They
emphasized harmony within the self,
arguing that only those who rule
their hearts can be truly free.

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Both Montaigne and Rousseau saw
true freedom as an inner condition
achieved through self-mastery.
They rejected social comparison as
the source of misery and taught that
peace comes only from harmony
within the self.
