Why This Vocabulary Book?

This vocabulary book is designed as the final step in your
preparation for difficult university entrance exams.

It is based on a careful comparison of seven well-known English
vocabulary books commonly used for university entrance exams in
Japan. From these books, we selected words that are not fully covered
by any single book. These are the words that are often overlooked
when students rely on only one vocabulary book, yet can cause serious
trouble if they appear on the exam.

This book focuses exclusively on Level 4 and Level 3 vocabulary,
making it a true finishing resource.

o Level 4: words that appear in four of the seven books, but
are missing from the other three
« Level 3: words that appear in only three of the seven books

Very difficult words in Level 1 and Level 2 are intentionally
excluded. These words are often unknown to most students, or require
more time and effort than is realistic in the final stage before the
exam.

By concentrating on these levels, this book is able to cover almost
all top Japanese universities.

Based on an analysis of entrance exams from the past three years, the
vocabulary in this book accounts for 99% of the words actually tested.

Students are strongly encouraged to memorize about 80% of this

book before the Common Test. Completing this step will allow you to
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solidify your vocabulary knowledge and enter the exam with
confidence.

For universities that demand even higher-level vocabulary skills—
such as the University of Tokyo, Kyoto University, Hitotsubashi
University, Waseda University, Keio University, and Sophia
University—there are separate volumes for Level 1 and Level 2. These
advanced levels are designed as a next challenge after the Common
Test, and should be studied only after this book has been fully
mastered.

This book is meant to be used as supplementary vocabulary for the
exam just ahead—to help you complete your vocabulary preparation,
eliminate final gaps, avoid unexpected words on test day, and walk into

the exam fully prepared and confident.
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
