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After reviewing all the available evidence carefully and
consulting several independent assessments, it remains a matter of
serious concern that the final decision was made without sufficient
independent verification.

@® Such is the complexity of the system shaped by years of
incremental modifications across departments that even
experienced engineers struggle to identify the source of
unexpected failures.

@ After considering the circumstances and his remarks during the
discussion, it must be that he had known the information in
advance.

@ If the findings are examined carefully over time, then it is during
the final review meeting that several inconsistencies in the
published data were first openly discussed by senior researchers.

@ The manager found it extremely difficult to accept that the
proposal had been rejected without any prior warning, sufficient
explanation, or opportunity for further clarification.

® The policy remained controversial among senior officials, except
that no clear or widely supported alternative had been proposed
by any of the opposing parties.

@ The situation was too complicated, and so it was so difficult to
explain to the students that the discussion eventually had to be
postponed.

She was deeply disappointed that the final results failed to meet
the expectations shared by most members of the project team
after months of preparation and discussion.



® The belief has gradually taken hold within the organization that
external political pressure significantly influenced the final
decision made by the executive board.

Young and lacking the practical experience normally required to
respond calmly to unexpected public reactions that he is, Nancy
paused briefly before continuing her carefully prepared
presentation.

@ The final proposal differed significantly from that which had been
discussed in earlier meetings involving several senior members of
the committee.

@ The additional funding required turned out to be far greater than
that necessary for the research team to complete the project on
schedule.

@ Under these circumstances, it is a seemingly clear but not always
convincing opinion that the board’s final decision was reached
without adequate external oversight.

The theory gradually gained widespread attention in academic
circles in that it offered a simple explanation for a phenomenon
previously considered too complex to analyze.

@® The issue is not so straightforward, easily resolved, or free from
underlying structural constraints that a single meeting could
realistically settle it in a definitive manner.

@®That the committee reached a unanimous decision after lengthy
discussions doesn’t necessarily mean that the proposal was
thoroughly examined from every possible perspective.
