Let’s look at some benefits of the gig work model. This model is attractive to companies because they
can save on operating costs, and they can easily hire a more skilled workforce through digital platforms.
The workers have the opportunity to control the numbers and types of projects according to their
preferences, with the freedom to choose their schedule and workload. However, their income can be
unstable because it is based on individual payments instead of a regular salary.

The gig work model is expanding to include various types of work. It has become common for local
