Issues including infectious diseases and natural enemies are making it very difficult to sustain
beekeeping. How to deal with these issues has been a concern for beekeepers around the world.
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What can be done to maintain these honeybee populations? For wild honeybees, we can grow a variety
of bee-friendly plants that bloom in different seasons in order to provide them with healthy habitats. For
domesticated honeybees, beekeepers can make use of technological advances to create safer
environments that will protect their bees.
