The evolution of modern humans in Asia is a complex and not easily told story. 

Many questions remain to be answered, and not all the answers collected to date will 

stand the test of time. However, one thing is certain: that no one kind of explanation is 

adequate to solve the many issues involved in the history of human evolution. Scientific 

analyses must be combined with historical inquiry to arrive at the truth. It is possible 

that the complete truth may never be known but some facts appear to be acknowledged 

by all scientists and scholars working on this question.

Scientific understanding of creativity is far from complete, but one lesson already 

seems plain. We can call up originality from within us through training and 

encouragement. Not every man, woman or child is a potential genius, but we can get 

the most out of our abilities by performing certain kinds of exercises and by making the 

best use of our attitudes and environment ― the same factors that help us maximize 

other cognitive* powers.
