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Less than 200 years ago almost all work was done and most products were made by the use of

hand tools and labor. (;Then man discovered how to put tools and simple machines together to

make products. Next he learned how to use water, steam, and electric power to run the machines.

The changes power machines brought were great enough to be thought of as a revolution in

industry.

Many great inventions took place during the 18th and 19th centuries. ) These inventions

brought about dramatic changes in the way man lives and does his work, and played an important

role in creating a new kind of society. The changes which occurred during this period are called the

Industrial Revolution.

The year 1447, when the art of printing with movable type was introduced into Europe, marks

the greatest revolution in communication since the invention of writing itself some 5000 years

earlier. The Chinese had devised the art of printing with movable type four centuries before

Europe; but the great number of different characters in their writing made printing a laborious and

costly process. In European countries, however, where alphabetic writing had long been in use, only

30 or so different sorts of characters, corresponding to the different letters and punctuation.
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For many years, people have been taught that hard work is virtuous. They have been encouraged

to work very hard for long hours. As a result, they have been busy for centuries. They have been

overworking. But today this way of life is changing. Machines have been replacing human energy.

Working hours have become shorter and jobs have become easier.
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How much paper do you use every year? You probably can't answer this question. In 1900 world's
use of paper was about one kilogram per year for each person. Now some countries use as much as
fifty kilograms of paper a year per person.

When we think of paper, we think of newspapers, books, letters, envelopes, and writing paper.
But there are many other uses. Only half of the paper that is made is used for such things as books
and newspapers.

Paper is very good for keeping you warm. Houses are often insulated with paper. You have
perhaps seen homeless men asleep on a large number of newspapers. They are insulating
themselves against the cold. In Finland, where in winter it is sometimes -40° Celsius, the farmers
wear paper boots in the snow. Nothing could be warmer.

Every year, more and more things are being made of paper. We have had paper cups and plates
for a long time. But now we hear that chairs, tables, and even beds can be made of paper. In
addition, you can buy paper hats, paper dresses, and paper raincoats. After you use them once, you
throw them away and buy new ones.

The latest in paper seems to be paper houses. These are not small houses for children to play in,
but real, big houses for people to live in. You can buy a house with three main rooms for about five

hundred dollars. You can put it up yourself in a few hours, and you can use it for about five years.
