Non-native species are animals and plants from a
different part of the world. They often create problems
for the native animals and plants, or even take the
place of other species. We usually think that all

non-native species are harmful. But is this true?

@ How Does a Non-Native Species Arrive?

They usually arrive in new lands because of
human activities. When we travel around the world, we
sometimes carry species with us by accident. At other
times, humans bring non-native species on purpose.
They travel on our trains or ships far from their
original homes. Now let’s look at some examples of

these non-native species.

now more than 200 million rabbits in Australia.

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© Are All Non-Native Species Bad?

Scientists and governments around the world
think that we should reduce the numbers of non-native
species. But some of these non-native species actually
help the lives of other species.

On an island near Mauritius, the native giant
tortoise died out. After that, many native plants on
the island could not survive because they couldn’t
spread their seeds by themselves. The giant tortoise
ate the fruit of the plants and spread the seeds in its
feces.

So at the beginning of the twenty-first century,
scientists brought a non-native tortoise, the Aldabra
tortoise, to the island. Now these tortoises are eating
the fruit of the plants and spreading the seeds. Other
non-native species can play similar roles in their new

homes.

I’'m going to make a speech about the Sumatran
rhino. The Sumatran rhino is the smallest rhino in
the world. It likes living in forests because it can find
its favorite foods there, such as fruit, tree branches
and leaves. There were a lot of rhinos in the forests of
Sumatra long ago, but there are less than 80 of them

now. They are in danger of extinction.

Why is the number of Sumatran rhinos getting
smaller now? First, they are losing their homes
because there are fewer forests now. In order to make
a living, some people make farms in the forests by
cutting down and burning the trees illegally. Second,
some people hunt and kill the rhinos to sell their horns.
The horns are sold at high prices, so there is no end to
illegal hunting.

The 1994 Olympic Winter Games were held
in Lillehammer, Norway. The President of the IOC
opened the Olympic Games with a moment of silence,
because Sarajevo, the host city for the Games ten years
before the Lillehammer Games, was suffering from
civil war then. He delivered a strong message to the
world: “Please stop the fighting. Stop the killing, and
drop the guns.” All of the athletes were disappointed

at the war. Katarina was one of them.

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The History of Sarajevo

Sarajevo, the capital of Bosnia and Herzegovina,
is a good place for winter sports. In 1984, the Olympic
Winter Games were held there. Many stadiums were built
throughout the city, and people were very proud of the
Games. However, the Bosnian War broke out in 1992.
It was less than ten years after the Olympic Games.
Three ethnic groups with different religions started to
fight against each other because two of them wanted to
become independent from the former Yugoslavia but
the other didn’t. Many people were killed and Sarajevo
became a bloody battlefield. The former Olympic
stadiums were destroyed in the war, and some of them

even became graveyards.

In the free skating competition at the Lillehammer
Games, Katarina performed to the song, “Where Have All
the Flowers Gone?” The song was written in 1955, and
became famous all over the world for its anti-war words
and simple melody. In this song, the words “When will
they ever learn?” are repeated over and over again. The
message of this line is that war is stupid, and that people
learn nothing useful from war. Since this song was well
known to the audience, they understood her feelings

during the performance, even without the words.

Nakamura Tetsu was born in Fukuoka in 1946,
just after the end of World War II. After graduating
from Kyushu University in 1973, he became a doctor.
In 1984, he went to Pakistan as a medical volunteer.
There Dr. Nakamura treated patients with leprosy.
His hospital near the border of Afghanistan was also
visited by many Afghan refugees. They were living
in camps in Pakistan because of the war in their home
country.

Dr. Nakamura continued to work in both Pakistan
and Afghanistan as a doctor. His medical group was
called the Peace (Japan) Medical Services (PMS). They
sent many doctors from their base hospital to help
people in areas with little medical care. Thanks to
their hard work, many lives were saved. Little by little,
however, Dr. Nakamura realized that many people
were getting sick because of poverty. They didn’t
have enough food to eat or clean water to drink. Dr.
Nakamura’s medicine couldn’t solve those problems.
He knew he needed to start helping people in a different

way. But what could he do?

In 2000, the situation became worse. There was
a major drought in Afghanistan. People became very
sick and many children died because they couldn’t get
clean water and food. Therefore Dr. Nakamura and his
team, together with the local villagers and volunteers
from Japan, started digging wells to provide drinking
water. After completing 1,600 wells, they began to
build a canal to provide water for the fields. At first,
they had no money for expensive machines to dig the
ground, so everyone worked by hand. After a while,
they were able to get heavy machines, and started

using them. But still, they had to overcome many

difficulties.

Finally in 2010, a 25 kilometer-long canal was

completed! This and 8 other canals are now used
to help more than 650,000 people in the area. Now
green trees and plants are everywhere. People
are able to grow food introduced by PMS such as
potatoes and watermelons in addition to traditional
foods like wheat. Through water, people’s lives
have greatly improved. As Dr. Nakamura said,

“One canal will do more good than 100 doctors.”

He taught them
how to work together and support themselves on their
own.

After his death, his team decided to continue
all projects because they didn’t want to waste his long
years of hard work. He is gone, but his life’s mission
to “shine light into dark corners” is still alive today.

seeds in each pot. We placed U-shaped magnets in two of
the pots. All of the pots had the same amount of soil, and
we gave the same amount of water and light to each pot.
We watched the sprouts for three weeks. We measured

their height at the end of each week and checked their

condition.

© Results

The seeds started to sprout after one week. In
the “no magnet” pots, two of the seeds didn’t sprouft.
All of the seeds in the pots with magnets sprouted. We
measured the seedlings at the end of the second and
third weeks. As this chart shows, the average height of
the plants with magnets was 0.5 centimeters taller at the
end of the second week. At the end of the third week,

the average height was 0.8 centimeters taller.

In the late 1980s, scientists at the
computer company IBM began to program a computer
to play chess. They called it “Deep Blue.” In 1996, IBM
invited the most famous chess player in the world, Garry
Kasparov, to play against Deep Blue. Kasparov won
the match. The following year, IBM asked Kasparov to
play again. Kasparov believed that he would win again.
But in 1997, Deep Blue was stronger than before. It
could now do 200 million math calculations per second.
Thanks to this speed, it could quickly understand which
move to make. This time, Deep Blue won the match. It
was a victory of computers over man and the beginning

During World
War II, the beautiful
island of Okinawa
was almost totally
destroyed by a land P Y-
battle between Japan and the United States. The battle
began in March of 1945 and lasted until June. During
that time, many people living on the island were sent to
war. Female students were also sent to the battlefield
and worked as nurses at the Okinawa Army Field
Hospital.

Today, in Itoman City, Okinawa, you can visit the
Himeyuri Peace Museum. In this museum, until 2020,
survivors of the Himeyuri Student Corps told war stories

to visitors to Okinawa and to younger generations on the

island.

® The War Story of Miyara Ruri

Miyara Ruri entered the Okinawa Female Normal
School in 1941 with the aim of becoming a teacher.
However, in 1945, the Pacific War got more serious and
the land battle in Okinawa took place. She joined the
Himeyuri Student Corps and worked as a student nurse.
Because she and her classmates were studying to be
teachers, they didn’t know how to take care of injured
people. But they followed the orders of the military
doctors and did their best to help the soldiers.

Day by day, the number of wounded soldiers was
increasing. The hospital used up all the anesthesia and
other medical supplies that they had, so sometimes the
students had to help the doctors cut off legs or arms, or
sew up wounds without anesthesia. Many of the wounded

soldiers were in terrible pain. Some of them shouted, “Let

Ruri realized her dream and became a teacher. ‘I
don’t want children to go to war ever again. So I want to
tell the truth about the war as much as I can. We were
told that it was honorable to die in war. But it’s not. It
is honorable to live, isn’t it? I want children to treasure
their lives,” said Ruri. She continued her teaching career
with this thought in mind.

Later in her life, she became a war storyteller. She
shared her experiences with younger generations because
she wanted to tell them what war was like and what they
should do to prevent war from happening again.

Ruri retired because of old age. But the people of

the museum continue to tell her story in the hope of a

world without war.

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In 1920, after recovering from her illness,
Amelia had an experience that changed her life. A
famous pilot gave her a ride in his plane. When she
was about 300 feet (90 meters) above the ground, she
thought that she wanted to be a pilot. At that time,
learning to fly a plane was expensive. Therefore she
worked at many jobs, for example as a truck driver and
as a photographer, to get money for flying lessons. The
training was hard, but she did not give up. Eventually,
she flew as high as 14,000 feet (4,300 meters) and set a
world record for women pilots.

She tried to fly farther and faster, and when the
flights succeeded, she became more famous than before.
In 1932, she became the first woman to fly across the
Atlantic alone. She flew across the Atlantic again in
the same year, and became the first person to fly alone
across the Atlantic twice. She received a medal for this
achievement. The next thing she wanted to do was to
